Ladies in Tents

Just as cloaks and capes used to serve the dual purpose of garment and cover or shelter (bedroll, blanket etc.) so will the Tent Dresses: if suspended from a tree branch they could revert back to shelter.

Inspiration for the Marlowe Tent Dresses was the poem The Passionate Shepherd to His Love by Christopher Marlow 1564-1593.  Each Marlow tent dress contains a verse of that poem, embroidered on the hemline. There are four Marlow tent dresses so far.
